for facilitating good group riding techniques.
These seminars are the Road Captain Course and
the Group Riding Course. Certified GWRRA in-
structors must teach both of these courses.
Therefore, they are usually available at District
rallies, Region rallies and Wing Ding. | encourage
all of you to take both of these courses the first
chance you have.

To continue with the roles and responsibili-
ties of people involved in a group ride there are 3
members that play important roles in every group
ride. The Front Door, Back Door and the other
Group Members make up the essentials of the
group. Each of the group members have many
things to contribute to a safe ride. Now | would
like to cover some of the responsibilities of each
of the group members.

The First and Last bikes in the group are re-
sponsible for leading the group. This statement
may sound a little strange since we think of the
Front Door as the leader because of the position
in the front of the group. The Back Door is also
responsible for taking part in leading the group
by communicating with the Front Door and the
other group members. | will further explain this
later.

The Front Door bike sits in the lead or point
position in the Left track of the lane when the
group is in a staggered formation. Some people
will refer to this leader as the Point or Lead.
Whatever term is used for this person, the re-
sponsibilities are the same. This person is usually
the first to see hazards and other developing
situations. At this position decisions are to be
made for the protection and safety of the group.
The Front Door determines the riding speed and
lane selection for the group. There are things
that the Front Door is unable to see or know that
can adversely affect the group. This is very true
at night.

This is where the Back Door (also called
Drag or Tail -gunner) becomes involved in leading
the group. By being the last bike in the group the
Back Door is in the best position to see what is
happening in and around the group.

Better coordination among the members of the
group is possible through the use of CB radios.
The Back Door has the best view of the traffic
conditions around the group. The spacing between
the bikes in the group should be of concern to the
Back Door. When riders in the group get too close
or too far from the bike in front of them the
group is adversely affected. The desired distance
is 2 seconds between bikes in the same track.
When a rider is closer than the 2 seconds the
stopping cushion is lost thereby endangering the
rider in front and possibly other riders to the
rear. The Back Door owes it to the group to ad-
vise riders that they are too close or too far be-
hind the bike directly in front of them. The rider
so advised should not take offence since we all
have lapses in our concentration.

The Back Door also keeps the Front Door and

the group appraised of traffic conditions. This is
especially true of things that are approaching
from the rear and either side. In heavy traffic
the Back Door should warn riders of vehicles that
may pull in behind them so close the tailgating
might be dangerous.

The Group Members also have responsibilities.
They should arrive early to attend the Ride Meet-
ing and be ready to depart at the announced time.
They should be familiar with the procedures and
techniques of Group Riding. During the ride they
should maintain a safe riding distance depending
on road and traffic conditions and minimize CB
traffic allowing the Group Leaders to coordinate
the ride.

In true GWRRA fashion Co -Riders are in-
volved in the Group Ride regardless of which posi-
tion they are located. Co -Riders can be of great
assistance to their Rider and the Group. Co
Riders are able to observe many things taking
place that the rider may never see. y
