 Planning a Group 

Ride

Note: These Group Riding 
articles are based on the 
teaching outline for use in 
the GWRRA-Region Fõs Rider Education Team/
Group Riding Seminar.  It is best that each of you 
take advantage of the seminars provided at Rallies 
and Wing Ding. But, that is not possible for all of 
our members.  Therefore, these articles are in-
cluded in our CA1S Newsletter.  
 

T his month I am going to approach Group 

Riding from a different perspective. The 

foundation of a good group ride is planning.  

We canõt just go out and lead a group on a 

ride without planning.  The better or more 

complete your planning is, the more stable 

your ride foundation will be.  The minimum 

parts for a successful group ride are based 

on the following areas of consideration.  

 Choose the starting location, destination 

and the return route for the trip.  The 

length of your ride will influence by these 

decisions.  Most of the rides we plan are 

rides of one day or less; but there are some

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that will extend into several days.  The 

longer distances will add to the work but 

the basics remain the same.  

 Among the things that need to be con-

sidered are pit stops, photo opportunities, 

meals and other breaks.  Parking require-

ments must be considered for each of 

these locations.  The size of the group will 

have a big impact on parking requirements.  

We should never put the group in a haz-

ardous position when parking.  

 Providing information to the group 

about the rout directions is essential.  

Very often this is done verbally during the 

pre -ride meeting.  But, it is best to dis-

tribute a copy of a map showing the rout 

or distribute copies of the rout in more of 

a narrative description of the route.  This 

is very helpful when the ride you are plan-

ning results in more than 5 bikes and re-

quires one or more additional groups and 

leaders. These directions are of enormous 

assistance to the other group leaders 

(Front Door) along with the members serv-

ing as Back Door duty in each group.  

 If you have enough information in ad-

vance, it is good to plan on who can help on 

the ride.  Consider how many groups will be 

needed.  If you can establish who will be 

available it is best to determine who can 

assist as Front and Back Door of each 

group. This luxury will not always be avail-

able in advance and in those situations 

these decisions must be made during the 

parking lot pre -ride meeting.   

 There are other factors that must be 

considered.  But, the needed information 

may not be available until the day of the 

(Group Riding Continued from page 4) ride.  Always consider the size of the bikes 

and their gas consumption rate.  Our groups 

are not always made up exclusively of Gold 

Wings.  Bikes pulling trailers, Trikes and 

bikes with side -cars will use gas at a faster 

rate that the average Gold Wing.   

 Another area to be considered is riding 

style of all members.  By style I am includ-

ing preferences of group members RE: 

speed, endurance, interests and medical is-

sues.  All these factors will determine the 

speed of the group; the distance members 

of the group can handle between stops and 

the frequency of snacks needed or fre-

quency of potty stops.   

 The best way to hone these skills is by 

taking a GWRRA Road Captains Course. 

These seminars are usually given at Wing 

Ding along with most Region and District 

Rallies. 

 I want all of you to remember the best 

way to become proficient in leading Group 

Rides is to join in leading some after 

meeting rides for starters.  There are 

plenty of us to help you out.  ƴ
