Note: These Group Riding 
articles are based on the 
teaching outline for use in 
the GWRRA-Region Fõs Rider Education Team/
Group Riding Seminar.  It is best that each of you 
take advantage of the seminars provided at Rallies 
and Wing Ding. But, that is not possible for all of 
our members.  Therefore, these articles are in-
cluded in our CA1S Newsletter.  

B efore we think about the group that will be going 

on a ride we need to think about the individuals that 

will make up the group.  As in any endeavor the basic 

unit is the strength of the finished product.  All of 

us that participate in Group Riding must remember 

that the group is only as proficient as the least pro-

ficient rider.  Part and parcel of this is the mainte-

nance kept on each bike included in the group.  Each 

bike, rider and co -rider is the basic building block of 

Group Riding and that basic building block is what 

this article is all about.  

 Riding your own ride  is the most important as-

pect of Group Riding.  This means that you are never 

expected to exceed your skill level.  We have all been 

tempted to over ride our ability to keep up with the 

leader and the rest of the group.  But, when we are 

tempted to over ride those abilities we need to think 

about the consequences to our bodies and our bikes

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when we lose control and go down.  Pat and I have 

ridden with another chapter that had a member 

that enjoyed riding to his limit when leading on 

group rides.  On our first ride with him we started 

backing off to maintain our safety, and that was 

before I had heard of the concept that we should 

all ride our own rides.  I know of 2 rides led by this 

person that resulted in a member of each groups 

ride going down in turns.  Most of us are competi-

tive and we must resist being led into riding beyond 

our ability or comfort.   

 Being ready to ride is of primary importance 

from at least three reasons.  First the riders mind 

must be capable of concentration on riding.  There 

are many factors involved in motorcycle riding that 

require the proper use of your mental faculties.  I 

have heard many authorities say that riding a mo-

torcycle is 95% mental and I agree.  Second the 

riderõs body  must be in good health.  Sickness, 

physical injury or impairment can prevent you from 

riding safely.  Finally, the bike  needs to be in good 

operating condition.  Maintenance needs to be kept 

up so that each bike is in good operating condition.  

Only the owner knows how well their bike is being 

maintained and therefore maintenance is the 

ownerõs responsibility.  In my opinion the most 

critical thing to be checked on a daily basis is the 

air pressure of the 2 tires that keep your bikeõs 

shiny side up. 

 The bike and rider need to start out being 

rested and ready.  Rest for the rider and readiness 

of the bike is extremely important for the safety 

of the individual rider, any co -rider and the others 

in the group.  

 Essential tools and equipment  are another im-

portant consideration.  Our Gold Wings come with a 

minimal tool kit, but many riders will add other 

tools to their collection.  I think this decision 

should be based on the individual riderõs mechanical 

skill level.  There is no advantage in bringing a tool 

that you have no idea how to use.  I carry a òTó 

handle wrench that works great for removing the 

seat on my Wing.  There are several things that are 

easier to do with the seat removed.  This is your 

decision, but think about what may be useful or 

(Group Riding Continued from page 4) necessary in a pinch.   

 Proper riding apparel requires planning based 

on where you are going and what kind of weather you 

may encounter.  The length of your ride both in dis-

tance and time will have to be considered.  If you 

are riding in Southern California in the summer, rain 

gear is probably not necessary.  But, if you are rid-

ing most other places in the USA, during the sum-

mer months you have a good chance to find yourself 

in rain or some other bad weather.  You donõt have 

to talk to very many longtime riders to find ones 

that have encountered rain, hail or snow in June or 

July.  We have several members in CA1S that have 

encountered hail or snow during these months.   

 Does everyone know the route?   This must be 

covered at the pre -ride meeting.  Make sure that 

anyone in doubt will ask questions.  It is much easier 

and safer to clarify any confusion about the route 

before everyone is on their bike going down the 

road. 

 Next month I will cover the next step 

which is conducting a rider/co -rider meeting.  ƴ 

 

Be alert and ride safe!
