 Conducting a Rider / 

Co-Rider Meeting

Note: These Group Riding 
articles are based on the 
teaching outline for use in the GWRRA -Region Fõs 
Rider Education Team/Group Riding Seminar.  It is 
best that each of you take advantage of the semi-
nars provided at Rallies and Wing Ding. But, that is 
not possible for all of our members.  Therefore, 
these articles are included in our CA1S Newsletter.  

      T he person leading each Group Ride 

is responsible for conduction a meeting with all the 

riders and co -riders in the parking lot before the 

ride starts.  The co -riders can choose not to partici-

pate in this meeting, but I strongly urge all co -riders 

to participate.  Co -riders have a great deal to con-

tribute to the safety of every ride.  GWRRA includes 

Co-Riders in the Riders Education Program because 

of their importance in bringing safety to every ride.   

 There are many things to be covered in every pre

-ride meeting.  Very often we all are tempted to ab-

breviate these meeting and thereby not cover all of 

the topics that are important.  I will try to cover the 

things that should be covered in this parking lot 

meeting before we mount up for the ride.  

 The route to be taken must be explained to  

everyone that will participate in the ride.  This can 

be just a verbal explanation of the route.  But, a 

written description of the route or a highlighted map

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can be very helpful.  The primary objective is for 

everyone to understand where they are going and 

how they are getting there.  

 All participants should be given an opportunity 

to ask questions about anything involved in the ride.  

There are no dumb questions .  There are only 

dumb mistakes caused by not asking the question 

that would help clarify your confusion or doubt.  

Encourage participants to ask any questions they 

desire during the pre -ride meeting because it will 

make the ride go smother.  

 The numeric position of each bikes should be 

established before any one gets on their bike.  I 

have never seen a group ride start our smooth when 

there was confusion in the parking lot about who 

belongs where. We talk about how many groups 

there will be and who will be in each group thinking 

everyone is on the same base.  But, the makeup 

when we hit the street doesnõt look anything like 

what the leader thought everyone understood.  The 

greater number of bikes the more likely the disor-

ganization of the groups.  

 After the Front Door and Back Door of each 

group is decided, the remaining bikes need to be 

distributed between those groups.  At the conclu-

sion of the ride meeting, each person designated as 

a Front Door must assign the bikes in his or her 

group to specific positions (2, 3, 4 etc.).  After 

these riders are on their bikes they should form 

into the proper order before getting on the street. 

This insures correct staging.  During staging and 

before moving to the street the bikes in each 

group that have CB radios should also do a Radio 

check on the agreed frequency.  

 These meetings should result in improved 

Safety habits for the chapter.  Group riding re-

quires a continued learning process because the 

members change on almost every group ride.  We 

have new people riding with us quite often.  Even 

when the riders are not new to our group there will 

be old members that have not been on a recent 

ride.  

 Group riding principles should be reinforced 

during these meetings.  Reminding everyone of the 

basics is important.  The following is a good check-

(Group Riding Continued from page 4) list to be used during these Pre -ride meetings:  

¶ Rout to be taken.  

¶ Fueling points and rest stops.  
¶ Be sure the group has proper gear, water, 

whatever might be needed.  

¶ What to do in case of an emergency.  

¶ Assign Front Door & Back Door along with 

the order of the bikes in each group.  

¶ Passing other vehicles as a group or individu-

als. 

¶ Hand Signals, CB channel and changing chan-

nels.
