 Group Management

Note: These Group Riding arti-

cles are based on the teachers 

outline used in GWRRA Region 

Fôs Rider Education Team/

Group Riding Seminar.  It is 

best that each of you take advantage of the seminars provided 

at Rallies and Wing Ding.  But, that is not possible for all of 

our members, so these articles are included in our CA1S 

Newsletter.   
 

 G roup management is best discussed dur-

ing the Rider/Co -Rider Meeting just before the 

ride starts.  As I discussed last month doing 

this insures that everyone is familiar with these 

concepts.  The makeup of the group changes 

every time we go out.  

 

Group Size & Allocation  
 The maximum size of each group should not go 

over 5 bikes per group.  This is a manageable size and 

going over 5 bikes makes group management increas-

ingly difficult.  Selection and designation of the mem-

bers that will function as Front and Back Door of each 

group must be clear.  The assembly area for each group 

must be pointed out so everyone knows where their 

staging will take place.   

 

Group Designations  

 Number should be used to designate groups.  

This makes for the best and easiest way to 

make CB transmissions clear as to which group is 

being communicated with during each transmis-

sion.  If Group #2 passes Group #1 during the 

ride the numbers stay the same.  This is neces-

sary to prevent confusion.  The group location in 

relation to first and second may change; but 

Group #1 and Group #2 will keep the same des-

ignation throughout the ride.  

 

Position Assignments  

 Where bikes are located in a group is influ-

I will attempt to reach for 

the quality of our past webmistress, Shirley, but I 

(Editorôs Notes Continued on page 12) 

enced by many factors.  Some of the things 

that can be considered are the preference of 

riders for the left or right track.  When pos-

sible members should be able to ride where 

they are most comfortable.  This will not work 

if everyone wants the same track.   

 Couples and Friends may want to ride in 

close proximity.  If this works for the group it 

is not unreasonable.  Again making the mem-

bers of the group comfortable is important.  

 Riders without CB radios and riders lacking 

group-riding experience are best placed in the 

#4 position.   When there are not 5 bikes in 

the group these riders should be just in front 

of the Back Door.  This placement will allow 

the Back Door to observe how they are doing 

in the group and offer assistance if needed.  

 

Group Composition 

 There are three things of primary consid-

eration here.  Braking distance, handling dy-

namics and sight distance has to be considered 

when determining placement of differently 

equipped bikes.   Bikes with sidecars or ones 

modified with a Voyager attachment should be 

in the #2 position.  Bikes pulling trailers 

should also be in the #2 position.  The reason 

for this is they usually will require greater 

breaking distances because of increased 

weight, not enough increase in breaking capac-

ity.  Trikes should go in the position directly in 

front of the Back Door.  Because of their 

width trikes canõt stay in one track without 

encroaching on the other track.  The member 

in the Back Door position will generally have 

enough experience to compensate for the 

wider track of a trike.  In this alignment only 

the Back Door has to adjust for proper stop-

ping distance from the trike.
