I have included these 3 primary hand signals
to right of this article. All additional standard
hand signals used by GWRRA are shown on page
#6 for your reference. Each rider in a group
needs to repeat the hand signal for Single File
and Staggered Formation so the message is
passed throughout the group even when all the
CB radios are believed to be working.

CB Channel Selection

Normally all groups should be on the same
channel. The advantages usually outweigh the
disadvantages. The primary advantage is effec-
tive communication and hazard awareness
between the groups. This way the following
group or groups will have a chance to hear these
warnings from the group or groups in front. The
disadvantage is too much radio traffic on that
single channel.

When the decision is made for each group to
be on separate channels the advantages are
radio traffic is minimized and there is an
improvement in the ability to coordinate that
single group. The disadvantage is the groups are
i sol ated and canot
between the groups.

Keeping the groups on the same channel
is recommended. When this is not practical,
because of a need for simultaneous CB transmis-
sions in each group, they should be separated.
This is usually required when each group is ma-
neuvering through heavy traffic in a city or
other populated area. When the groups are out
of those situations the groups should return to
one designated channel for better coordination.

Groups should have a primary channel for
their transmissions. And, a secondary channel
should be selected before the ride starts. That
channel would be used in the event the primary
channel becomes unusable. This allows the
Group Leader to instruct the group to switch to
the alternative channel without having to
