When the Back Door receives the request
for a lane change they will acknowledge having
received the request. When the lane is open the
Back Door will move into the requested lane and

notify the Front Door th
If other vehicles occupy the lane the Back Door
wi || radi o the Front Doo

Back Door waits for an opening. After the Back
Door has secured the requested lane they will
radio the Front Door that this lane is secured
and indicate what vehicle must pass each rider
to allow the rider to move into the new lane.

Note: The Back Door must move to and oc-
cupy the target lane before declaring it se-
cure and instructing others to start making
the lane change.

Riders must do a careful head check to in-
sure it is safe to change lanes. Part of this
alertness to safety includes not crossing into
the 1-second area behind the bike in front and
occupying the other track in the direction of
the lane change. Remember the 2 -second spac-
ing rule for vehicles directly in front of your
bike. This is necessary for adequate reaction
time and stopping distance. See illustration to
right showing the spacing of bikes in a Stag-
gered Formation and Single File.

When moving to a lane on the right, bike #3
should move when bike #2 moves to the right.
When moving to a lane on the left, the #4 bike
should move when the #3 bike moves to the
left. And, the #2 bike should move when the
Front Door moves to the left lane. The Back
Door is the only bike that would need to in-
crease following distance to create the 2 -
second spacing. In a5 bike group the Back Door
will need to increase following distance when
crossing behind bike #4 on a move to the right

lane.

The second method of making lane changes
is from the front to the back. Front to back
