The Harley 

Owners Group and the Hells Angels have very spe-

cific, different and individual group riding styles.  I 

have observed both of these groups and other 

groups on the highway and they have very obvious 

and different structure in their group riding. 

 The Group Riding method used within

Group Riding 

Why is it Important

Rider Education Team/Group Riding Seminar.  It is 
best that each of you take advantage of the semi-
nars provided at Rallies and Wing Ding. But, that is 
not possible for all of our members.  Therefore, 
these articles are included in our CA1S Newsletter.  

  

 W hy is Group Riding so important?  There 

are two primary reasons, which are SAFETY and 

SOCIAL.  Safety is probably the first thing that 

comes to the mind of many riders. The Social fac-

tor in Group Riding is far from the first thing that 

most riders will mention, but with the communi-

cation available on most of our bikes there is a 

great deal of socialization that takes place during 

a group ride. 

 Group Riding is one of at least 3 riding styles.  

Some try to separate Group Riding from Team 

Riding but they are both the same concept and the 

difference is only one of semantics.  The result of 

group or team riding is the same, which is getting 

a group of riders from one place to another safely.  

In group riding the riders have agreed to struc-

tured guidelines on formation, conduct, and coop-

eration.  Safety is much more likely when riders 

work to protect all members as a group in forma-

tion. 

 The second riding style is Mass Riding which 

is best described as loose organization of bikes 

riding individually.  Everyone for themselves; 

heading for the same destination.  We see this 

very often where the riders are on a mix of bikes 

or their primary purpose of the ride is to experi-

ence speed. 

 The last classification can be classified as Lei-

sure Riding.  Riders using this style travel with 

loose or minimal guidelines. There is no forma-

tion in this style of riding. 

 There are many guidelines used by various
